We cannot confirm all of the street hook-ups
unless we dig them all up. Mr. Ward stated any that he has ever had to dig up and work on have
been copper. This all has to be done by October 16™. He stated he is pretty sure that we have most
of the information on file from when put the new meters in. He stated the Village has hired
someone to do this for them. Supervisor Frank stated he doesn’t think it is necessary to hire
someone and will help is anyway to get the information needed into the excel report.

McKennan Road Enhancement Project: Supervisor Frank stated we already spoke about it.

West Herkimer Water: Supervisor Frank stated he has nothing new to report.

East Herkimer Sewer District: Attorney Bray stated there’s been some back and forth trying to get
ahold of the attorney for Paradyme, owner of the Herkimer Land Associated Property by Lowe’s.
